@ What Stays at Home: Maths textbooks will be kept at home.

We will explicitly inform you when a ""home book" needs to be brought to school.

& Important Note: Parents must ensure that all notebooks sent home on Friday are reviewed, signed (if
required), and returned in the school bag on Monday morning without fail.
